Every 45 seconds somdusea stroke.

Every 3 minutesnsmne dies of a stroke.
Stroke is the # 3 reason for deaths irLtl&
80% of all strokes can be prevented!

There are uncontrollable risk factors regarding stioke:

Being over the age of 55

Being male

Being African American, Hispanic or Asian / Pacifstander
Being from a family with a history of stroke or T3A

But there ARE things you can do to lower your riskof stroke:

Have your blood pressure checked each year. Wiahkywur doctor to bring it into acceptable levels
High blood pressure (hypertension) is the leadeugse of stroke, and stroke is the # 1 cause obitliga

Find out if you have an irregular heartbeat (cali&thl fibrillation) which can cause clots.
If you smoke, STOP. Avoid second-hand smoke ak wel

If you drink alcohol, do it in moderation. That ams a maximum of 1 drink a day for a woman and
everyone over 65, and at most 2 drinks a day foea under 65.

If you are a diabetic, follow your doctor’s advitwecontrol your diabetes.
Exercise EVERY DAY.
Eat less salt and less fat.

If yvou think someone may have suffereal stroke, act F.A.S.T.

FACE - Ask the person to smile. Does one side droop?
ARMS - Ask him/her to lift both arms. Does one drifvwdowvard?

SPEECH - Ask the person to repeat a simple sentence.th&&vords slurred? Can he/she
repeat the sentence cdg®ct

TIME - If you see any of these symptoms, CALL 911 OR GEJ THE HOSPITAL
IMMEDIATELY._Time is cri¢ial. Brain cells are dying.
